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‘One Block Deep’
�is unusual term alludes to a very important 
principle of modern mixed-use. Light manu-
facturing, small workshops and ‘creative’ indus-
tries o�en prefer to be ‘just behind’ the vitality 
of main streets (see Figure 139). But they still 
generate some service tra
c albeit modest. �e 
principle that satis�es both is to locate them on 
quiet streets no more than one block back from 
the busier streets (see Figures 140, 141 and 142). 
�e mews streets are but one example of this 
phenomenon and in Sherford they are deliber-
ately introduced to satisfy this form of activity.
