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garden centre attached to the maintenance area 
next to East Sherford Farm. 

�e facilities in the Community Park will be de-
veloped as demand develops and the required in-
frastructure (water, waste and electricity) will be 
installed, once the detailed design for the Com-
munity Park has been completed.

Play Facilities

�e categories and distribution for play facilities 
is based on the NPFA guidelines.  �e guidance 
also provides a quantum based on population 
(0.8 ha per 1000 population= 9.68 ha of play pro-
vision). It has been agreed with the local plan-
ning authorities (LPAs) that it is more important 
to get the correct distribution rather than the 
overall quantum but the quality of the play areas 
must be high.

�e play facilities have been categorised as follows 
and Figure 11 (play space distribution) shows the 
location and walking distances to these facilities. 
We have located all of the play areas into wider 
areas of open space and along green corridors to 
ensure minimal con�ict with surrounding resi-
dential properties and also to encourage use of 
the ‘green’ cycleway and pedestrian routes.

Local Areas of Play (LAPs)

�ese provide informal areas which could be 
accommodated within pocket parks, urban 
blocks and green corridors. �e NPFA guid-
ance and South Hams policy SNC9 requires 
them to be nominally 100m from home al-
though both SHDC and PCC acknowledge 
that there should not be a plethora of small 
green spaces. �e location, size and content 
of these areas will be subject to the detail ap-
plication packages.

Locally Equipped Areas of Play (LEAP)

�ese are located within a 400m walking dis-
tance and are 400m.sq minimum in size. (Re-
fer to Figure 12) 

Neighbourhood Equipped Areas of Play 
(NEAP) and Multi–use Games Areas (MU-
GAs)
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�ese are located within a 1000m walking 
distance and are 1000m.sq minimum in 
size. Located next to the Youth Centre and 
next to Multi use sports areas. Additional 
Multi Use Games areas are included in the 
Sports Hub.

	
Youth Centre/Adventure Zone

In April 2006 a Young People’s Planning 
Day was facilitated and attended by Devon 
Youth Services, Red Tree and, importantly, 
young people from the local areas. At this 
event, the location of, design and perform-
ance features of the Youth Centre were 
debated. �e key �ndings are available on 
www.redtreellp.com. �e Youth Centre and 
NEAP associated with it, will be closely in-
tegrated with the opportunity o�ered by 
the Sherford Quarry. Access to this area 
will be controlled and managed due to the 
proximity of sensitive wildlife features and
