Street Trees must be planted on all primary and secondary streets in the �t��
network.

�ey will also be planted on selective tertiary streets and mews streets where �t��
space permits. �is will depend upon:

With the trunk no closer than 0.9 metres from back of road kerb and--

At spacing’s between 10-15 metres for ‘Tall’ trees--

	At spacing’s between 8-10 metres for ‘Medium’ trees--

At spacing’s between 6-8 metres for ‘Small’ trees--

On medians and central reservations subject to approval from the adopting �t��
authority (refer to page 15 for tree planting within the visibility splays). 

Street trees may be planted in the parking lane.�t��

With parallel parking, taller trees (20-25cm girth) should be spaced at 20m �t��
centres, between every three parking bays.

At 14m centres for medium tree species (20-25cm girth), every two parking �t��
bays.

Planted streets with perpendicular parking shall have taller trees (20-25cm �t��
girth) spaced at 9.2m centres and 6m centres for medium tree species (20-
25cm girth).

Trees and buildings

‘Tall’ trees should be located no closer than 6 metres from the front face of any �t��
adjacent property.

‘Medium’ trees no closer than 5 metres from the front face of any adjacent �t��
building

‘Small’ trees no closer than 4 metres from the front face of any adjacent �t��
building.   

Building zones will not infringe into the Tree Protection Zones (TPZs) as �t��
identiŠed by an arboriculturalist.

NOTE: �ese distances required for successful street tree planting are greater than 
the minimum acceptable requirement for footpaths. �is may result in either wider 
footpaths or building setbacks from the property line or a combination thereof. 
Street tree planting on Tertiary streets will be speci�ed in the Detailed Design Codes 
and street dimensions adjusted accordingly.
