Attached board signs

These consist of painted or vinyl graphics on a
signboard. They are secondary to a band sign and
retail establishments should not have both.

No single attached board sign shall be larger than
150 cm square unless by special exemption. They
must be wood or metal.

Window signs.

These may be neon behind the glass or paint or
vinyl onto the glass. Opaque signboards are not
permitted.

The height of any window sign is limited to one-
third the height of the sash where the sign is
installed.

The width of any window sign is limited to 90%
of the width of the glass in the sash.

Projecting signs

Standard projecting (blade) signs may either
project from a wall or hang from an architectural
element.

Blade signs hanging from an architectural
element should be centred on that element.

Size, height and material will be subject to review
along with the overall shop front design.

Brackets or other suspension devices shall match
the sign style.

Under exceptional circumstances (e.g. a Hotel),
larger vertical corner signs may be permitted.
These can only occur at the corners of blocks in
the heart of the High Street. They may project
perpendicular from one side of the building or at
45 degrees to the corner.

They may be either signboards or metal, lit either
with gooseneck lights or neon.

Security

Metal shutters are to be discouraged. Should
they prove necessary they must offer maximum
visibility to the shop display. Solid shutters are
prohibited.
