PUBLIC THOROUGHFARES

The Sherford Town Planisbased upon an interconnected
network of various types of thoroughfares (public
streets) and a hierarchy of civic spaces, which respond
to the needs of the pedestrian whilst also allowing
for vehicular accessibility. The coding of these types
is distinguished by different criteria relating to right
of way, pavement width, street layout and on street
parking arrangements. Other elements such as speed
limits, radii, gradient, sightlines and kerb details have
been dealt with in a more generic section on Street
Design in Part I of the Code.
