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c1.1 commercial: single use

Typical Illustrations Formal

i) Large purpose built commercial
This building type should be 3-5 storeys with an extensive glazed wall system, but 
with an overall hierarchy of parts and detailed scale elements as an integral part of the 
building design. There should be a strong vertical rhythm of giant pilasters.  A 7m-8m 
wide bay module is extendable according to need. The front doors must be emphasised 
above eaves and ground floor level.

ii) General purpose built office/retail building
A typical office/commercial building may have shop 
front windows and should have an easily accessible 
internal staircase leading to office floors above. 

All the illustrative building type elevations are drawn at approx 1:200 scale.
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iv) Turning the corner
Purpose built commercial buildings should be designed to take 
advantage of an urban corner situation. Public houses, inns and 
coffee houses should be located on street corners where possible.

iii) Single storey commercial
Should be designed to accommodate a large single storey space.  The façade should be symmetrical.
